(Act No.22 OF 1955) 

     [8th May, 1955) 
 
    An Act to prescribe  punishment for the ¹[preaching and practice of  - 
         “Untouchability”] for the enforcement of any disability arising  
         therefrom  for matters connected therewith. 

 
        BE it enacted by Parliament in the Sixth Year of the Republic of 
India as follows:- 

 
Short title, extent      1. (1) This Act may be called ²[the Protection of Civil Rights Act, 1955.  
and commence- 
ment.             (2)  It extends  3to the whole of India. 
   

   (3 )It shall come into force on such date4   as the Central Government 
may  by notification in the Official Gazette, appoint. 

 
Definitions.        2.  In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires, - 
    

5[(a)  “civil rights” means any right accruing to a person by  reason  of  the    
         abolition of “untouchability” by article 17 of the Constitution;] 

 
6[(aa)]   “hotel” includes a refreshment room, a boarding  house, a lodging    
        house, a coffee house and a café; 

 
7[(b)]  “place” includes a house, building and other structure an premises;    
         and also includes a tent, vehicle and vessel;] 
 
(c) “place of public entertainment” includes any place to which the public  
       are admitted and in which an entertainment is provided or held. 
 
       Explanation.- “Entertainment” includes any exhibition, performance, 
game, sport and any  other form of amusement; 
 

(d) “place of public worship”  means a place, by whatever name known,    
 which is used as a place of public religious worship or  which  is 
dedicated generally to, or is used generally by, persons professing 
any religion or belonging to any religious denomination or any section

(i)    if he, directly or indirectly, preaches “untouchability” or its practice in  
       any form; or 
(ii)   if he justifies, whether on historical philosophical or religious grounds   
       or on the ground of any tradition of the caste system or on any other    
      ground, the practice of “untouchability” in any form.]

  (2)   Every rule made by the Central Government under this Act shall be 
laid, as soon as may be after it is made, before each House of Parliament 
while it is in session for a total period of thirty days which may be comprised 
in one session or in two or more successive sessions, and if, before the 
expiry of the session immediately following the session or the successive 
sessions aforesaid, both Houses agree in making any modification in the rule 
or both Houses agree that the rule should not be made, the rule shall 
thereafter have effect only in such modified form or be of no effect,  as the 
case may be so however, that any such modification or annulment shall be 
without prejudice to the validity of anything previously done under that rule.] 

 
Repeal.  17.  The enactments specified in the Schedule are hereby repealed to 

the extent to which they or any of the provisions contained therein corres-
pond or are repugnant to this Act or to any of the provisions contained 
therein.
